Khentrul Jamphel Lodrö Rinpoche was originally born in the mountain ranges of the Golok region of Tibet. After taking full ordination, he studied and practiced with more than 25 teachers from all of the major Tibetan Buddhist traditions, earning himself the title of “Rimé Master”. He was later officially recognised as the second reincarnation of the great masters Lama Ngawang Chözin Gyatso. When he was chosen to be a teacher (khenpo) of the prestigious Tsangwa Monastery in Dzamthang, Rinpoche chose to renounce his position though in favor of dedicating himself to strict practice. After a time in retreat, he came to India to continue his practices and make pilgrimage to Buddhism’s most sacred sites. It was here that Rinpoche met His Holiness the 14th Dalai Lama. The Dalai Lama supported Rinpoche’s plans to travel to the West and to spread the teachings of the Kalachakra Tantra. In 2003, Rinpoche moved to Australia and founded the Tibetan Buddhist Rimé Institute. Since then, Rinpoche has written and translated a number of books to guide students in the practice of the Kalachakra Path as presented by the Jonang-Shambhala lineage. While his main focus has been on the Kalachakra system, Rinpoche emphasises a non-sectarian approach helping his students draw from the vast wisdom of the Tibetan Buddhist tradition.

Khentrul Jamphel Lodrö Rinpoche was born to a nomadic family in the Golok region of Tibet. In order to avoid great obstacles, Rinpoche was raised as a simple shepherd for his father’s livestock. As a young adult, he took full ordination and began a long process of study and practice. During this time he had the great fortune to study with more than 25 masters from each of the different Tibetan Buddhist traditions, earning him the title of Rimé Master. When the time was right, Rinpoche was officially recognised as the second reincarnation of Lama Ngawang Chözin Gyatso. In 1999, Rinpoche was invited to become a teacher for the Great Dzamthang Tsangwa Monastery. While he initially accepted the invitation, conditions arose for Rinpoche to renounce his position and enter into strict solitary retreat. During this retreat, Rinpoche became aware of his calling to travel to distant lands to share the unique Dharma teachings with foreign cultures. 
In 2000, Khentrul Rinpoche travelled to India. There he undertook extensive retreats and made pilgrimage to the most sacred sites from Buddhist history. He also had the opportunity to meet His Holiness the 14th Dalai Lama. At this time, Rinpoche had written a short text distinguishing the major spiritual traditions of Tibet. He presented this book to His Holiness, who was very pleased that Rinpoche had developed a non-sectarian view. His Holiness was also supportive of Rinpoche’s plans to travel to the West and teach the Kalachakra Path, emphasising this rimé philosophy.
In 2003, Rinpoche relocated to Australia and founded the Tibetan Buddhist Rimé Institute. While TBRI embraces a rimé approach to study and practice, its main emphasis is providing teachings for the complete Kalachakra Path as presented by the Jonang-Shambhala tradition. Rinpoche has written and translated a variety of texts to guide his students in developing the foundations for these rare and precious teachings. It is his aspiration that TBRI will one day become a bridge for connecting the modern world with this ancient lineage that is still practiced in the remote regions of Tibet.

The Tibetan Buddhist Rimé Institute (TBRI) was founded by Khentrul Rinpoche in 2005. Rimé means “non-sectarian” and is unusual within Buddhism. Rimé Institute offers profound and extensive teachings from all Tibetan Buddhist traditions, including Mahayana and Tantrayana.
In addition, we specialise in the teachings of the Jonang tradition which includes the Zhentong Madhyamaka view and the Kalachakra Six Yoga practice. It is rare to encounter either of these lineages outside of Tibet itself, and both are said to play an important role in the future of Buddhism and world peace.
In the Tibetan Buddhist tradition, there is a particular emphasis on the importance of an authentic spiritual lineage. The aims of the Rimé Institute are very closely connected to the aspirations of Rinpoche’s root teacher, the great Lama Lobsang Trinley. Lama Lobsang Trinley was one of the most exceptional and highly realised Buddhist masters of the last generation. It was his wish that the pure Kalachakra Tantra and the precious Amitabha Sutra teachings from his lineage be spread to the West.
